· Feeding the hungry 
· Sheltering the homeless
· Volunteering at programs aimed at keeping people off the streets or in supportive housing
· Volunteering with the elderly
· Assisting with disaster relief efforts
· Volunteering in drug and alcohol rehabilitation programs
· Mentoring / tutoring / reading  
Types of volunteer activity that will not be considered eligible for this award include: 
· Selling Girl Scout cookies
· Clearing trails in the park
